UPDATE ON RECREATIONAL AREAS

The City of Fort Bragg has received updated information from the California Department of
Parks and Recreation and Cal Fire regarding the status of recreational areas in California.
Both agencies are monitoring the situation daily and caution that things may rapidly change.
As of today, vehicle access is closed to all 280 State Parks and many state recreational areas
are fully closed to the public in an effort to avoid the spread of the coronavirus, including those
in Mendocino County. A list of park, beach, and nature reserve closures can be found on the
State Parks COVID-19 Closures web page. This list is dynamic and is regularly updated by the
State.

People are encouraged to go out and get exercise, but without driving from your residence.
The City of Fort Bragg understands that people wish to take a break in the outdoors and enjoy
the benefits of nature during this COVID-19 emergency. Although all Fort Bragg public
recreational facilities continue to be closed to comply with the Mendocino County Public Health
Official’'s Shelter-in-Place Order, we encourage you to walk, run, hike and bike in your local
neighborhoods and maintain a distance of six feet or more from others.

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INFORME SOBRE AREAS RECREACIONALES

La ciudad de Fort Bragg ha recibido informacién actualizada del Departamento de Parques y
Recreacion de California y de Cal Fire sobre el estado de las areas recreativas en California.
Ambas agencias monitorean la situacién diariamente y advierten que las cosas pueden
cambiar rapidamente. A partir de hoy, el acceso de vehiculos esta cerrado a los 280 parques
estatales y muchas areas recreativas estatales estdn completamente cerradas al publico en
un esfuerzo por evitar la propagacion del coronavirus, incluyendo esos del condado de
Mendocino. Puede encontrar una lista de parques, playas y reservas naturales bajo la orden
de cierre en la pagina web de Cierres de Parques Estatales COVID-19. Esta lista es dinamica
y el Estado la esta actualizando periddicamente.

Se alienta a las personas a salir y hacer ejercicio, pero sin conducir desde su residencia. La
ciudad de Fort Bragg entiende que las personas desean tomar un descanso al aire libre y
disfrutar de los beneficios de la naturaleza durante esta emergencia COVID-19. Aunque todas
las instalaciones recreativas publicas de Fort Bragg continuan cerradas para cumplir con la
Orden de Refugio en el Hogar que impuso la Oficial de Salud Publica del Condado de
Mendocino, los animamos a caminar, correr, o andar en bicicleta en sus vecindarios y
mantener una distancia de seis pies o0 mas de los demas.
